Public Forum

1. Garth Falconer & Amanda Dorset (The Wanaka Heart Steering Group)

Mr Garth Falconer presented a “Heart of Wanaka” slideshow. The concept was a
community driven initiative to create a Wanaka town centre masterplan and the project
team sought the Wanaka Community Board’s endorsement. The masterplan was still in
its draft stages after which there would be a feedback stage, followed by further
refinement with the hope of completing the final report by early in the new year. The
group was a self-funded community initiative run by volunteers from across various key
stakeholder groups within the community.

Ms Dorset stated that there was an exceptional community of people within Wanaka and
community engagement through this initiative was important for the development of
Wanaka as a town.

Councillor Shaw asked how the group planned to include the wider community in this
initiative. Ms Dorset advised that new people were welcome and it would be especially
great to attract people who had been in community a long time and understood its
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character. Ms Battson suggested a workshop for this initiative which would allow for
further discussions.

2. Meg Taylor and Michael Ross (Wanaka Stakeholders Group)
Topic - Wanaka Airport Liaison Committee

Ms Taylor advised that the Wanaka Stakeholder Group had been looking into options for
improved governance and oversight for the Wanaka Airport. A member of the Stakeholder
Group had identified the existence of a Wanaka Airport Liaison Committee but this had
not yet been enabled by the Council. Mr Ross highlighted the commissioner’s
endorsements of a Wanaka Airport Liaison Committee in 2011 and again in 2018 with the
aim to ensure community interests had an opportunity to be involved in planned growth
at the Wanaka Airport in particular.

Ms Taylor explained the importance of this opportunity and suggested that the
implementation of a Liaison Committee would bring the various parties together and
provide a regular forum for the Wanaka community to express its views and have its
interests considered. Ms Taylor and Mr Ross sought a recommendation from the Board
for a prompt implementation of the Wanaka Airport Liaison Committee with the aim of
having it operational by November.

Mr Bruce thanked Ms Taylor and Mr Ross for their presentation and noted that he was
aware of staff looking into this matter.

Dr Cloete provided a verbal update on progress with Stage 2 of the Wanaka Lakefront
Development Project. He noted that the wording on the tiles for the Millennium
Pathway part of the project had been completed and what was proposed would be
circulated to the Board. The project should be completed by September/October 2022
and regular progress updates would be provided to the Board.

Mr Taylor sought confirmation that the Golf Club had been consulted and were aware
of the design of the proposed crossing on Valentine Road. Mr Taylor also registered
his disappointment that Council had not implemented a temporary roundabout on
the corner of McDougall and Brownston Street whilst stage 2 of the development
project was being undertaken.

Board Members then provided a verbal update on their various recent engagements
within the community. Councillor Shaw addressed the public via the live stream and
encouraged the community to start thinking about who they want on the board and
to support them in the election process.
