This should

be informed through discussion with Central Otago Whitewater, and further informed 

through maps of rapids commonly paddled on https://www.riverguide.co.nz/   

2. Areas where hunting access is gained through ULR, this is an important piece of the

puzzle as it reduces pest numbers, including those of Goats, Possum, Rabbits and

Deer. Discussions should be completed in conjunction with the Southern Lakes and 

Upper Clutha NZDA branches. 

3. Areas that are important for fishing access around Whakatipu, Hawea and Wanaka 

and their tributaries, this should be done through consultation with local clubs, many of 

these spots are accessed through ULR.

There are 2 aspects of growth - providing for growth and managing growth. Everything I have read actually supports providing for growth. Projected figures are based on historical growth and assume we must 

continue along that projectory. All Council summits I have attended clearly indicate this is NOT what residents of Wanaka want. A computer model then just calculates continued growth and then Council follows 

that line to provide for it. We do not necessarily need to continue providing for growth; rather we should manage it. The current approach to extend urban boundaries and intensify within the urban zone is 

counterintuitive to what a small alpine village is asking for.  To manage growth we should look at immediately creating large green belts on our existing urban boundaries and establishing satellite villages in a 

sustainable fashion. 

Subdivisions: 

Another area needing urgent attention. Every subdivision should be mandated - not recommended - to provide a minimum of 30% green spaces, connected pathways to adjoining urban areas, cycle and 

footpaths and the protection of existing trees and a green strip planted between allotments and main roads. Orchard Road is a shocking example of how this has been approved without adequate protection. 

There also needs to be much better on street parking provision so cars can be parked on road side and two cars can still drive along the road. Northlake once again demonstrates poor Council approval where 

this has not been mandated.

Waterways:

There is only one way waterways will remain pure. Control of pollutant run offs, management of pollutant motorized water crafts and non chemical control of weed control. There are now plenty of solutions to 

manage all this. Water crafts can all be mandated on Lake Wanaka to be electric motors. All farms to have sufficient set back fencing and filtered planting along their water boundaries...look at Motutapu River and 

there is stock walking through most sections of that river. I would recommend that Roys Bay immediately becomes a non ICE watercraft area. In respect of controlling lake weed this should be harvested and 

used as fertiliser as it is in many places in the world.

Trees:

Native vs non native in this area has become a politically correct football. Why there is nothing wrong with planting natives the removal of established non native is verging on negligent and criminal behaviour. 

Firstly this area is not  that conducive to establishing native growth. Non native deciduous trees thrive in this region and provide food for birds, shelter, grow faster and outstanding beauty in both Spring and 

Autumn. They are also in many cases historical and provide great carbon sinks. The removal of the established trees at Eely Pt are a good example of unnecessary purging and desecration of a public area of 

great use and appreciation. Bottom line - if a tree can thrive in this climatic zone then encourage its growth.

Food Resilience:

Why this has become a considered part of the BlueGreen Network philosophy I believe it needs to extend its vision. Lets extend that to looking at protecting and using existing land outside the current urban zone. 

South Wanaka is the logical area to consider as it has extensive flat land right on the current urban zone of Wanaka. Nearly all this land is currently privately owned and along the road side of Studholme Rd South 

and the end of the Cardrona Valley road. These are established properties; many with mature and growing trees. Undoubtedly these property owners will want to maintain their rural lifestyles and find some way 

to protect their sanctuaries they have developed. BlueGreen Network needs to dialogue with these property owners to discuss options to protect their land while offering use of their land for communal use: food 

production - parks - orchards - firewood - community gardens -arboretums.... Regenerative Wanaka has already put together a framework to develop this concept of private public ownership and NOW is the time 

to get together to develop this further to introduce a new land zone that can accommodate this concept. This is an innovative low cost yet public enhancing initiative that needs to be looked into before the

The Grant Stalker Trust (Stalker Trust) is disappointed to be forced to provide comments on the Council’s draft Blue Green Network Plan (BGN Plan), dated September 2025.   We understand that feedback on the 

BGN Plan closes on 12 December 2025. 

These comments are provided on behalf of the Stalker Trust which owns land that is directly impacted by some elements sown in the Local Te Pūtahi / Eastern Corridor Plan.  A map depicting Stalker Trust land 

that is impacted by the Blue Green Network Plan is included in Attachment 1 to these comments.

A component of Stalker Trust land is subject to the Te Pūtahi Ladies Mile Zone (TPLM) which has recently been made operative. This zone provides a highly prescriptive planning framework to enable 

development and residential density outcomes for the land, as well as ensuring there is an integrated approach to transportation, green spaces and 3-water services. Stalker Trust also owns a significant 

amount of Slopehill, which is not included in the TPLM Zone. 

Stalker Trust comments on the draft Blue Green Network Plan primarily relate to:

•	The inclusion of features on private land;

•	How the BGN Plan will be implemented and the implications the BGN Plan will have on landowners directly affected by the plan. 

In brief, Stalker Trust seeks that the ‘Local Te Pūtahi / Eastern Corridor Plan’ be removed from the Blue Green Network Plan and that the TPLM Structure Plan, which is part of the District Plan, is instead used to

guide the development of this area. In the alternative, Stalker Trust seeks that the proposed trail and ecological areas on its privately owned land are removed from the BGN Plan.  

Use of Private Land for Blue Green Features  

Proposed Trail

Stalker Trust property includes Slopehill, which is identified as an Outstanding Natural Feature, and is zoned Rural in the Proposed District Plan. This area is an operational farm. Slopehill is not included in the 

TPLM Zone and is therefore not subject to the TPLM Structure Plan.  Figure 51 of the BGN Plan (Te Pūtahi/Eastern Corridor Priority Plan) includes a new ‘trail – approximate route’ on Slopehill (reference 5.08). 

The description for this proposed trail is: “Trails connecting to and around Slope Hill, 

and associated arrival node”.

Establishing a walking track on Slopehill is not feasible for health and safety reasons, due to the possible conflict with the farm operation. Stalker Trust strongly opposes the identification of the walking tracks on 

its land. Stalker Trust seeks that these trails are removed from the BGN Plan. 

Ecology -Proposed 

The BGN Plan also shows proposed ‘ecology’ areas around the ‘existing waterways’ located on the southern face of Slopehill. The location of the existing waterways appears very rudimentary and therefore is 

unlikely to be accurate.  The waterways have the ‘Ecology-Proposed’ overlay on them, which is understood to be areas where ecological restoration is encouraged, through the removal of pest species and 

establishing or enhancing vegetated areas along waterways to filter runoff, reduce erosion, and provide habitat.

It is not clear what the implications of having areas of ‘Ecology-Proposed’ will be for private landowners such as Stalker Trust. Stalker Trust seeks that the Ecology-Proposed areas are removed from its property. 

Parks - Proposed

Areas of ‘Parks- Proposed’ are also shown on Stalker Trust land. It is understood that these parks largely align with the Open Space areas shown in the TPLM Structure Plan. Stalker Trust questions the 

necessity of including the parks in the BGN Plan if they are already in the TPLM Structure Plan.  As the TPLM Structure Plan is implemented, the accuracy and relevance of the BGN Plan will become outdated, and

We should be allocating additional space for green infrastructure, and integrated 

blue/green projects where parks and stormwater design provide social equity into the 

future alongside co-housing spaces that allow for larger communal and community 

green space areas.

The Blue Green network is an important 

opportunity to town plan. To ensure existing 

blue and green networks are retained but 

also to plan for the future of what blue green 

networks could be. As a first step in town 

planning to make sure we have extensive 

biodiversity corridors that not only provide 

enough space to enhance conservation 

efforts and community wellbeing into the 

future but to also be utilised as stormwater 

retention spaces, for resilience to climate 

change. The blue green network is an 

opportunity to plan for the future where 

residents and nature live in balance utilising 

best practice nature based solutions to not 

just retain features but to create new ones 

that ensure social cohesion in the face of 

massive population growth in the future. 

The principles of the Blue Green Network Plan are integrated and bold but the actual plans and opportunities are lacking vision to the future, integration of blue green systems and best practice opportunities. We 

are currently a small town that has easy access to recreational areas on our doorstep, it doesn’t mean we should let mediocre urban design enter our neighbourhoods.

The overall intention is good. It sets a strong foundation for a healthier, more resilient 

Southern Lakes region. The plan aligns with my vision for thriving ecosystems and 

vibrant local communities. I believe this approach gives us the opportunity to protect 

what we love, support what we grow and build a future that works for people and nature 

alike.

This being said, I believe it could be strengthened by explicitly including food 

resilience. Integrating productive landscapes such as community gardens, orchards 

and small-scale horticulture within the network would link the natural, recreational and 

community elements more closely with local food systems. Clear principles and 

actions around food production, access to fresh healthy food, and support for local 

growers could be embedded in the plan, along with measurable outcomes such as 

hectares of land secured for growing or kilometres of trails connecting food hubs to 

communities. This would make the network more multifunctional, inclusive, and 

directly supportive of community wellbeing.

The plan could also be strengthened by establishing clear action items that specify 

who is responsible for delivery (Council, iwi, community groups, etc.) along with 

timelines and budgets, particularly for improvements to water quality, trail connections 

and open spaces. Embedding monitoring metrics, such as water quality indicators, 

hectares of local food production, kilometres of trails, and household access to green 

and blue spaces, would help track progress.

Equity and resident-focused commitments are also important, ensuring that the 

network serves local communities, not just tourists or high-end developments, and 

that existing neighbourhoods benefit from upgrades as well as new developments. 

Finally, promoting local stewardship through the involvement of growers, schools, 

hapū, and residents in managing and activating open spaces and water networks 

would build ownership, strengthen community connections, support local food 

resilience and positive ecosystem outcomes.

Some but not all Economic or food‑system land use are not well integrated: there is little explicit 

reference to food production,  existing / potential for community gardens, or productive 

land use inside the blue‑green network.

I would also like to see stronger ecological monitoring commitments and clear plans 

for restoration or water quality improvements.

If implemented, it would be a good 

framework to improve the current situation.

As recently as 2025 QLDC, via its 

community funding stream funded the revegetation at one of these sites (Rowley Bay). This suggests a disconnect within QLDC with respect co-ordinating efforts to enhance biodiversity. This oversight needs 

correcting. In addition: Guardians have the vision: "That where practical and appropriate, Lake Hawea has native riparian sites around its entire perimeter" . Much of the shoreline is accessible on the eastern and 

western sides of lake - just like the southern foreshore. Accordingly it short be included in the plan.

There is a lack of identification 

of opportunities for biodiversity corridors and connections with existing SNAs. Mapping (or identifying digitally) these fundamental and intrinsic components of the natural environment will help educate members 

of the community, visitors, investors, and outside decision makers. This will also inform future planning and development improving the chance of optimising integration between development and the natural 

environment. Opportunities for restoring and improving biodiversity will be improved, and much easier to implement, if maps or digital spatial data identifies existing SNAs and potential ecological corridors 

linking them from mountains to the lakes and rivers.

Environmental thresholds and Aquifer vulnerability will then frame the BGN Plan 

by identifying areas in the Spatial Plan which can be sustainably developed. 

Bullock Creek’s provision of ecosystem services is dependent on its ecological health. 

Compromising the natural state of Bullock Creek as a consequence of degradation of 

the Aquifer, will compromise Bullock Creek’s ability to support local flora, fauna, and 

aquatic life forces; as well as reduce the provision of cultural and social ecosystem 

services for the Wanaka Community.

See answer to Q7. Albert Town Hāwea River is a special river for many reasons. Hāwea is short and modest in character in 

comparison to Māta Au but offers much to the community. It is Hāwea’s gentler character that 

makes Hāwea of particular importance. Specifically, there are two places along the river 

which contribute much to the local community. These are The Big Eddy and The Slalom Site 

which are located in the Albert Town Reserve. (I recognise these places may have different 

names given by mana whenua but apologies I don’t know them). Both these spaces are 

used as easily accessible places for swimming, for hanging out with dogs, family and 

friends. There are stretches on the river which are also good places to spend time with river 

birds. 

For kayakers (of which I am one), The Slalom Site is the only kayaking site that offers the 

possibility for slalom kayaking within the Queenstown Lakes District, and it is included in the 

Albert Town Recreation Management Plan. 

The Slalom Site offers opportunities for training, is a fantastic place for teaching beginner 

kayakers, and regularly sees a committed group of kayakers paddle there. The benefits of 

this extend wider than the ability to train and the possibility for improved kayaking. It is a place 

where we come to be with the river, and each other. It is a place to re-create connections. 

Spending time with Hāwea also provides us the opportunity to remember that the health and 

vibrancy of rivers is shaped by acts of care and consideration for their wellbeing.

Currently, there is a tension between the use of the overall reserve site as a campground, 

and the ability for people to comfortably use The Big Eddy and The Slalom Site as day use 

areas. We ask that QLDC acknowledge the importance of these places in their Blue Green 

Network maps and plan. We are motivated to care for these spaces, to ensure future 

generations can benefit from them too, and also for Hāwea's health.

Within that area, arrival nodes that seem to be missing include the car park for the Newcastle 

Foot Track, the car park for the Slalom Course, and the car park for the big Eddy.   The latter 

two nodes provide the only access to the main stem of the Hawea River within the Albert 

Town Recreation Reserve.  There are two further access points downstream but these are 

only to a small and often (ie at low flows) stagnant branch, not to the main stem itself. The 

rest of the Hampshire lease area has campers all along the bank that in effect deny public 

access to the river.

If considering destinations that provide natural amenity, the Big Eddy provides the best and 

safest swimming spot that is publicly accessible anywhere on the Hawea River.  The slalom 

site provides the only permanent slalom site in the Upper Clutha (albeit, it is down for repair 

at time of writing, for the first time in perhaps 20 years).

Other arrival points that seem to be missing include the car park for the Deans Bank 

mountain bike track.  that is marked as proposed, which mystifies me as it has been used 

and mapped for years.
