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IS MY VEHICLE CERTIFIED
SELF-CONTAINED?

A self-contained vehicle must meet the Caravan
Self Containment Certification standard. You'll need
to be able to live in it for three days without getting
more water or dumping waste. It must have:

a toilet | fresh water storage | waste
water storage | and a rubbish
bin with a lid.

A self-containment certificate
warrant card must be displayed at all times.
