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THE RIGHT HAND RULE APPLIES
ON ALL RIVERS

FIVE KNOT SPEED RESTRICTION AREAS

Hawea River: The 5 knot limit applies from the
Hawea Dam to the Clutha River.

Lake Hawea: Keep clear of the dam intake, this is
marked by buoys.

Cardrona River: A permanent 5 knot speed
restriction applies to the Cardrona River.

BOATING SAFETY TIPS

>> Check the boat, engine and equipment
before leaving.

>> Check the weather forecast before leaving.

>> Tell someone where you’re going, and when
you’ll return.

>> Know the collision prevention rule, water
recreation rule and local bylaws.

>> Never overload the boat.

>> Take a proper lifejacket for each person on board
and wear them!

>> Any person 10 years and under must wear
an appropriate sized and fastened lifejacket at
all times.

>> [t is compulsory to wear a life jacket on any vessel
in rough weather and adverse conditions, and at
all times on a vessel 6 metres or less in length.

>> Have aboard an anchor, bailer, spare fuel, torch
and warm gear.

>> Avoid alcohol when boating.

>> Take two means of communication VHF, Flares,
EPIRB and put cellphones in a plastic bag.

Didymo: Is a microscopic algae currently present in the
Von, Hawea and Clutha rivers, as well as Lake Dunstan.
